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Extreme Environments
Science
In our Science lessons we will be looking at Evolution & Inheritance. We will investigate how all living things change over time, and how fossils provide us with information about life on Earth millions of years ago. We will identify how plants and animals are adapted to suit their environment and how this adaptation may lead to evolution.
PSHE/RE
In Religious Education, we will be learning about the similarities and differences between Judaism, Christianity and Islam. 
Physical Education
We will be developing their skills of teamwork, collaboration and tactics through Invasion Games. In Athletics, pupils will be working on their dynamic movements as well as developing their endurance through distance running 
Art
In Art, we will use different materials to create extreme environment landscapes, including paper, chalk, paint and ink. We will experiment with different techniques, such as collage.
History/Geography
In this half term, we will be mainly focused on Geography. We will study different biomes located on the planet. We will also learn about major lines of longitude and latitude and how these can be used to locate different biomes.
Computing
We will be learning about appropriate sharing on   media, as well as how to 
make objects move using Blockly 
and JavaScript.

We will be studying number & place value, the four operation and time.

In Music, we will be learning to use correct musical terminology and to play well known songs using Charanga.
