Limericks
The poem is five lines in length and follows the rhyme scheme AABBA. The line structure is as follows:
 Line 1: 7-10 syllables;
 Line 2: 7-10 syllables;
 Line 3: 5-7 syllables;
 Line 4: 5-7 syllables;
 Line 5: 7-10 syllables.
The first line usually begins with ‘There was a…’ and ends with the name of a person or place. The last line should be rather unusual or far-fetched.
Each line starts with a capital letter. Lines often end with a comma. The mood of this type of poem is comic, and it can even be nonsense
Year 3 Example:
There once was a boy called Joe
Who dropped a big brick on his toe
He asked, with a frown “Will the swelling go down?” And the doctor said, “Yes, I think so.”


Clerihew
A clerihew is usually a humorous poem written about a specific person. It is a four-line comic verse with two rhyming pairs of lines with the rhyme scheme AABB. The first line of the poem will include the name of the person about whom the verse is written.
