Power Maths 

Numbers to 100: This unit focuses on children’s ability to read and understand numbers to 100. They will use their growing understanding of place value to help them sort, compare and order numbers


Addition and subtraction:


In this unit, children will build upon the number bonds to 10 that they will have learned in Year 1. Children consolidate this understanding and apply it to number bonds within 20 and to 20 in this unit. 

Children are introduced to writing fact families of equations, and to relating addition and subtraction operations. As a result, children learn to use the inverse of one operation to check calculations using the other operation. Children will also be introduced to the concept of ‘make 10’ to aid mental calculations.








	Writing

	Draft and write by noting ideas, key phrases and vocabulary.

Physical Development 
Team Building – In this unit pupils develop their teamwork skills. They develop key skills of communication and problem solving. They learn to discuss, plan and reflect on ideas and strategies. They lead a partner whilst considering safety. Pupils have the opportunity to show honesty and fair play. They also begin to use basic map skills.

Sending and Receiving - In this unit pupils develop their sending and receiving skills including throwing and catching, rolling, kicking, tracking and stopping a ball. They will also use equipment to send and receive a ball. Pupils will be given opportunities to work with a range of different sized balls. They will apply their skills individually, in pairs and in small groups and begin to organise and self-manage their own activities. They will build on their knowledge of sending and receiving by applying their skills in different situations.


SCIENCE
Living things and their habitats

Children will learn how to:
explore and compare the differences between things that are living, dead, and things that have never been alive 

Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other

Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including microhabitats











Creative Arts
Art: Seascape painting

Pupils will use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination 

Pupils will develop a wide range of art and design techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space

Music: Hands, Feet, Heart (Celebrating and learning about South African Music)

Computing: Information Technology around us

Learners will develop their understanding of what information technology (IT) is and will begin to identify examples. They will discuss where they have seen IT in school and beyond, in settings such as shops, hospitals, and libraries. Learners will then investigate how IT improves our world, and they will learn about the importance of using IT responsibly.

Pupils will learn numbers to 40, the months and how to ask and say our birthday.


PSHE (Jigsaw scheme)

In this Puzzle, the children discuss their hopes and fears for the year ahead – they talk about feeling worried and recognising when they should ask for help and who to ask. They learn about rights and responsibilities; how to work collaboratively, how to listen to each other and how to make their classroom a safe and fair place. The children learn about choices and the consequences of making different choices, set up their Jigsaw Journals and make the Jigsaw Charter. 




Humanities 
Geography 

Pupils will name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans

Pupils will name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas

Pupils will understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom.
Religious Education 
Learning Question: How should we care for others and the world, and why does it matter? 

This investigation enables pupils to learn in depth from different religious and spiritual ways of life about caring for other people and for the world. Through studying bible stories, the lives of believers such as Dr Barnado, Mother Teresa or a local believer, the Jewish practice of Tzedakah and Sukkot celebrations pupils learn about how beliefs turn into actions for many religious and non-religious people. The unit encourages creativity through the use of art and music.
