3. Promoting Active Travel
· Ambassadors discussed the importance of encouraging active travel (walking, cycling, scooting). 
· They agreed to model and promote these behaviours across the school. 

4. Big Walk and Wheel Event
· Ambassadors will promote the Big Walk and Wheel event across the school. 
What is the Big Walk and Wheel?
· A national event that encourages pupils to travel to school in an active way (walking, cycling, scooting, or park and stride). 
· The aim is to improve health, reduce traffic, and help the environment. 
What classes need to do:
· Each class will record how pupils travel to school every day. 
· Teachers will submit their class results daily. 
· Classes should aim to increase the number of pupils using active travel methods. 
Duration:
· The event will run for 14 days 16th March till 27th March.

5. Ambassador Responsibilities
· Visit classes to carry out surveys. 
· Support teachers with recording travel data during the event. 
· Promote enthusiasm and participation in active travel. 

6. Next Steps
· Organise groups and assign classes for surveys. 
· Prepare survey recording sheets. 
· Begin promoting the Big Walk and Wheel in assemblies and classrooms.
