 Power Maths 
Time

In this unit, children will begin with an introduction to Roman numerals, and afterwards will recap their understanding of time from Year 2. They will develop a deeper understanding of the length of a year, a month, a day, an hour, a minute and a second, and will use this to solve problems involving reading and measuring time.

Angles and properties of shape 

This unit explores the concept of right angles. Right angles are linked to the concepts of parallel, perpendicular, vertical and horizontal lines and are linked with the angle properties of 2D shapes. Vertical and horizontal lines of symmetry are also explored and, finally, children describe and construct 3D shapes.

Angles and properties of shape 

This unit presents children with a range of ways in which information and data can be presented and interpreted. Children will explore pictograms in detail, including exploring the use of keys where symbols represent more than 1. Children will be introduced to data presented in bar charts and more complex tables. The unit also provides a good opportunity for children to practise and apply their calculation and reasoning skills, including addition and subtraction and counting in multiples of 2, 5 and 10.

Speaking and Listening

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Programming B - Events and actions in programs

This unit explores the links between events and actions, whilst consolidating prior learning relating to sequencing. Learners will begin by moving a sprite in four directions (up, down, left and right). They will then explore movement within the context of a maze, using design to choose an appropriately sized sprite. This unit also introduces programming extensions, through the use of pen blocks. Learners are given the opportunity to draw lines with sprites and change the size and colour of lines. The unit concludes with learners designing and coding their own maze tracing program.
Physical Development 
Rounders 
In rounders we will learn; to play different roles in a game and begin to think tactically 
about each role; to develop the bowling action and the rules of bowling; to run around the 
outside of the bases; to field a ball; to develop batting technique and an understanding of 
where to hit the ball; to apply skills and rules learnt to play rounders.

Athletics 

In athletics the children will be: developing their sprinting technique and improve on 
personal bests; developing changeover technique in relay events; honing jumping 
technique in a range of approaches and take off positions; working on their throwing for 
distance and accuracy. They will also look at officiating and performing skills, putting these 
into practice.











SCIENCE – Light
Children will learn how to:
· recognise that they need light in order to see things and that dark is the absence of light
· notice that light is reflected from surfaces
· recognise that light from the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to protect their eyes
· recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by an opaque object

This Puzzle begins learning about babies and what they need to grow and develop including parenting. Children are taught that it is usually the female that carries the baby in nature. This leads onto lessons where puberty is introduced. Children first look at the outside body changes in males and females.
